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6. Alexandre Bisson (Briouze, 1848 - Paris, 1912) Sarabh Bernbardt
Autograph letter signed, dated Paris 29 Mai 1908 by the French dramatist and librettist. Of his works,
Bisson is best remembered for his play “Madame X”, which was performed in 1910 both in Paris and
on Broadway with Sarah Bernhardt in the leading role. Over the years, the play would be revived for
Broadway three times and nine “Madame X” motion pictures in several languages have been filmed.

7. Jean Blaize (Port-Louis, 1860 - Versailles, 1937) Mauritius Islands - Literature
Three autograph letters signed by the Mauritian writers, he is related to the Mahé de la Bourdonnais and
Surcouf families. A. 70 Oct. 91. To a colleague: “...les heures sont lentes qui nous séparent, nous qui travaillons en
silence, dn succes que les nécessités de la vie rendent enviable (...)

During the Great War,
Blum spoke to the playwright and journalist, one of the founders of the Revue Blanche, Louis-Alfred
Natanson (1873-1932). With great foresight, Blum explained that the war will be long, but that time
will play in favor of France, whose forces will increase regularly: “...Je ne crois a rien d’imminent, ni méme a
rien de prochain, soit pour notre salut, soit pour notre perte.

Bourbon-Conti for 140,000 pounds. Issy was then a swampy land. It was a Renaissance style castle with

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12. Louis V Joseph of Bourbon-Condé (Paris, 1736 - Chantilly, 1818) Army of the Princes
Very rare document partially printed with handwritten lines "Suite de l'arrét", undated [1791]
concerning the recruitment of soldiers for the formation of the counter-revolutionary army called the
Army of the Princes. On July 17, 1789, the two brothers of Louis XVI fled from Paris, followed
shortly after by the prince of Condé taking refuge in Turin with the intention of making it the seat of
the counter-revolution. In January 1791, the prince of Condé left for Coblence to recruit soldiers for
the army intended to restore the power of Louis XVI. The document reports the conditions and the
supply of the soldiers who will choose to register.

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13. Marie-Amélie de Bourbon-Siciles (Caserte, 1782 - Claremont House, 1866)  Queen of the French

21. Sigmund Carl von Castro-Barco (Mori, 1661 - Chiemsee, 1708) Prince-Bishop of Chiemsee

Letter signed and dated Salisburgo li 20 8bre 1701 by the Catholic Bishop, Prince-Bishop of Chiemsee
(1697-1708). The Bishop addresses Charles Ferdinand Lodron (1663-1730), priest of the archdiocese
of Trento, concerning the sudden death of “...Can:[onico| Pasis di Salm, cbé per essere stato degno mentbro
di questo di questo nostro Capitolo, ne da a tutto il corpo sensibile occup.|azio|ne di dispiacim.|en|to. Per li due
Canonicati di qui, e di Passavia colla di lui perdita vacati, mi duole inifinit.|amen]ze non havere l'incontro opportuno di
rendere servita Ill.ma, come in ogn’altra emergenza desidero; poiché per quello che vaca in questa Chiesa, s aspetta la
nomina al Sig.

Chaptal, “... Membre de I'lInstitut National...”, sought the help of his correspondent, Germain Garnier
(1746-1821), and asked for his ideas “...sur les moyens de donner une suite convenable a toutes les parties
dépendantes du Chatean de Versailles. .. soumises jusqu’a ce jour a des directions ou administrations particulieres. ..”,
etc. Chaptal clarifies his thinking and demands an answer .../ plus 1ot possible...”. The residence of the
royal family, the Chateau de Versailles was taken over on 5 October 1789 by the people of Paris,
causing major damage, with its furniture being sold off and scattered throughout Europe and its
gardens sown for food... Despite the beginnings of construction of the left pavilion, begun under
Napoleon 1, the entire complex remained practically abandoned until the inauguration of the Historical
Museum in 1837, under Louis Philippe 1st. This letter by Chaptal from shows us that as early as 1800,
the new regime seemed to have some interest in this important place in the history of France.

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23. Jules Claretie (Limoges, 1840 - Paris, 1913) Parisian Theater

25. Georges Clemenceau (Mouilleron-en-Pareds, 1841 - Paris, 1929) Dile
Autograph letter signed, dated Paris 10 Juillet 1904 by the President of the French Council of Ministers.
after the Great War (1917-1920). He became mayor of Montmartre in 1870, thus beginning his own
political career. He entered the National Assembly in 1870 and strongly opposed the peace terms
imposed by Germany at the end of the Franco-Prussian War. Like many French politicians of the time,
he would have harbored an inveterate hatred of the Germans throughout his career following the
military humiliation of 1871. Clemenceau addresses a Director: ... Je suis trop heureusxc d’avoir en ['occasion
de vous donner un coup de main.
